Below are a few of the most common e-scams...
D From: Facebook, or The Facebook Team, or Contact Facebook, etc.
Subject: Facebook Password Reset Confirmation! or Facebook Update Tool
P Advance fee fraud scams are scams that hook you with the false promise
of large sums of money for little or no effort on your part:
* You stand to inherit millions of dollars from a relative you don't remember.
* You've won a prize or a lottery that you don’t remember entering.

* A foreign government would like your assistance in transferring funds
and will pay you a hefty commission if you agree.

e Don't make investment decisions based on anonymous e-mail or text

The rules for handling emails are quite simple:
Don’t open an email from someone you don’t know or are not expecting.
2. Don't open attachments in unsolicited e-mails.

3. Financial institutions (banks, credit unions, credit card companies) will
not ask you for logins, passwords, social security numbers or financial

4. If you're not sure about an email, contact the sender by phone before
you open it. Ask them if they’re sending out the email.
